All bills due and payable 30 days 
from date of invoice. Interest and service charges of 
1.5% per month (18% annually) will be added to all 
invoices past due of billing date.

Payment Methods. Cash, check, money order, 
Pay Pal or credit card. Visa, MasterCard, Amex, and 
Discover accepted.

Credit. Credit cannot be extended until complete 
credit transaction has been approved. All new accounts 
must pay in advance of publication until proper credit 
has been established.

Collection. If it becomes necessary to place with an 
attorney for collection any claim for funds due under 
terms of contract, the advertiser agrees to pay reasonable 
fees in addition to the balance then unpaid.

Copy Acceptance. The publisher reserves the right 
to reject any advertisement regarded as objectionable 
in wording or appearance and may require the word 
“advertisement” in any ad. Strictly news-like type is 
not permitted in ads. 

The Publisher reserves the right to revise any ad-
vertising deemed objectionable. The advertiser will be 
notified before any such change is made.

Responsibility. Advertisers and advertising agen-
cies assume liability for all contents of advertisements 
printed and also assume responsibility for any claims 
arising thereafter against the publisher.

Cancellations are not accepted after the 15th of the 

Advertisers are liable for ads contracted but 
canceled.

Correction and Proof Service. Proofs will be sub-
mitted upon request, providing copy deadlines are met. 
They will be provided for the sole purpose of correcting 
typographical errors. Authors changes and second proof 
corrections will be made, time permitting, at a charge 
of $40.00 per hour. On complete pick‑up ads, no proof 
will be supplied. 

Preprint Insert Rates. Preprinted advertising bro-
chures and flyers may be inserted into the paper at a 
rate of $30.00 per 1000 papers.

WHAT IS THE PAJ?
The Polish American Journal is the nation’s largest 

English-language, independent monthly newspaper, 
dedicated to the preservation, promotion and continu-
ance of Polish and Polish American culture in the 
United States. It was established in 1911 in Pittston, 
Pa. as the Polish-language new Zorza (The Dawn), 
and today is published in Buffalo, N.Y.

Its mission is simple: to report on the positive 
and constructive achievements to the American way 
of life by Americans of Polish descent and Polish 
immigrants. News from Poland and other Polish 
accomplishments affecting world culture, politics, 
arts and sciences are an important component of 
the newspaper.

The Polish American Journal is published in five 
editions: National; Western New York; and as the 
official newspaper of three of the nation’s foremost 
Polish American fraternal benefit societies—the 
Polish Beneficial Association (Metro Philadelphia); 
Association of the Sons of Poland (Metro New York 
City and New Jersey); and Union of Poles in America 
(Cleveland). 

The PAJ is distributed by paid circulation only. 
Seventy-eight percent of the paper’s subscribers 
(monthly average 2007: 11,432 copies) reside in areas 
which demographically have large Polish American 
populations; the East Coast, Great Lakes Region 
and Upper Midwest. Over 120 public and private 
libraries in the United States, Poland, Germany, the 
United Kingdom and France subscribe to the Polish 
American Journal.
